 A non-refundable $50 
registration fee is payable at  

 the time an application is submitted. 

 

 The first tuition payment is 10% of the  
 total tuition and is also due at the time  
 of enrollment.  This 10% payment is 
 refundable until June 15.  
 

 Remaining tuition payments are due 
quarterly:  September 1, December 1  

 and March 1. 
 

 After two weeks, there is a $50 late fee 
added to any outstanding tuition pay- 

 ment.  For each week beyond that, an 
 additional $25 late fee is added. 
 

 Thirty days notice must be given if a  
 child is to be withdrawn from the school.
